}Setting Up for the Race 
ƁPlace temporary marks - orange tetrahedron(s)* 

ƁArrive at the designated start line ï 30 minutes prior 

ƁEstablish the Starting Line:  
¶First mark ï to windward  

¶90 degrees from the direction to the first mark 

¶Wide enough for the largest fleet:  2 to1 boat lengths / boat 

ƁIndicate race course on the Course Board 

ƁIdentify each boat on the roster OR log in the boats as they 
arrive to the starting area 

ƁSound the ñGeneral Alertò 
¶4 Sounds ~ 6 Minutes prior to the start of the first fleet 

  OR 

¶Postponement - 2 sounds before Warning Signal, then VHF 

¶Abandonment - 3 sounds before Warning Signal, then VHF
